**Description**: Petroglyph from the archaeological site of Luluya, Sharjah, UAE. Luluya is in a hill
on the north end of the town of Khor Fakkan on the east coast of Sharjah. It consists of a large
number of petroglyphs, especially T-shaped figures and handprints. Boulder number LU28. 

**Methodology**: 3D model made in Reality Capture using 207 images. Additional processing
completed in Geomagic Wrap and ZBrush.
